Player Ratings:

1 = New adult player.

2 = 2-3 year adult player with no youth experience

3 = Semi-skilled adult player with more than 3 years experience, but no formal youth
experience or coaching.

4 = Semi-skilled adult player. May have played youth hockey and possesses
moderate hockey playing skills. No Junior or significant high school experience.

% For MCAHA players, these ratings are different from what the league uses. A level
4 in this system would equate to a MCAHA player rated no higher than a 6.

% For out of town teams, if you have played in a Rengades tournament in Billings,
this tournament is of similar if not lower caliber.

Teams:

1. Teams must have a minimum of 13 skaters and one goalie.

2. While not mandatory, teams are encouraged to have a mixture of male and
female skaters as well as young and old players.

3. Team may only have 2 players rated at a 4. These players will be marked with
tape on their helmet and are restricted to 2 goals per game (other players may
score 3 goals per game). A goalie may be considered a level 4 player.

4. Team average may not exceed 2.5.

% The Tournament Director reserves the right to require Captains to sit players or
enact other measures for teams that have been determined to be out of
compliance with player or team ratings.

ZERO TOLERANCE OF ABUSE OF OFFICIALS WILL BE STRONGLY ENFORCED.

4 Minute Warmups with 3 - 17 minute run-time periods.
Stop-time the last minute of game if within 2 goals.
Beer shootout 1st Intermission (Friday and Saturday)

1 Timeout allowed per team - Sunday Only.

Fighting results in immediate tournament ejection.
Slap shots are allowed.

3 goal limit per player per game (level 4 players 2 goals). Any goals
scored above limits in any game results in a delay of game penalty
to that player.

Players are required to be USA Hockey registered. USA
Hockey registration numbers must be submitted with
rosters.

Jerseys must have unique numbers (no player with same #).

Every penalty called is a penalty shot with the offending player

sitting the full penalty fime called (2 minute Minors, 5 minute Majors,

10 minute Misconducts). The penalty time does not expire if the penalty shot
is scored. A goal scored on a penalty shot does not count towards a
player’'s 2 or 3 goal limit. Teams remain full strength at all times.
