o | will never ridicule or yell at my child or other participant for making a mistake or losing a competition.

e | will emphasize skill development and practices and how they benefit my child.

e | will respect the officials and their authority during games and will never question, discuss, or confront
coaches at the game field, and will take time to speak with coaches at an agreed upon time and place.

from their use at all sports events.
e | will refrain from coaching my child or other players during games and practices unless | am one of the official

coaches of the team.
