Laying 

down the framework and structure for both a facility and programs, it was evident that programs 

were needed immediately.  After building Basketball World Toronto for the past 15+ years, it 

remains my dream and goal to provide the best basketball programs in the best basketball facility in 

Toronto.  The goal remains a dream which my team and I strive to achieve every single day.  
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OUR HISTORY 

Basketball World Toronto was founded as a non-profit profit organization, in 2006, by Michael Reio 

to address the gap in and lack of professional basketball programming available in Toronto. The 

first year Michael offered a small men’s league program but soon discovered there were many men 

and women in the city who were looking for an opportunity to play in, and with, a professionally run 

basketball program. He began expanding the men’s league, developed a women’s program, which 

is still the only year-round all-female league in Toronto, and launched a corporate league and 

regular pick-up program. 

 

In 2007, Basketball World Toronto developed a Youth Academy made up of youth programs 

including house leagues, teams, skill sessions, camps and clinics that encompassed basketball 

skills and leadership development to create a positive basketball culture in our city.   Our youth 

coaches, volunteers and mentors have been specifically chosen for their ability to act as positive 

role models inside and outside the gymnasium. Our coaches possess deep basketball 

backgrounds, coaching and CPR Certification and strong values all combined with a love of the 

game and passion for working with youth.
