· By all accounts, the 2016 Interior season was a success with most associations seeing an increase in registration numbers. As well, we had new associations including Osoyoos & Princeton who began playing exhibition games and interlocking at some levels with other interior associations. We also have begun to see the revitalization of Baseball in the North Okanagan area, most notably in Revelstoke. 

· Two merges have taken place over the past few years. The Penticton and South Okanagan Associations and more recently the Kelowna & Rutland associations, both for the betterment of their associations we believe. 

· With numbers nearing 3000, the interior associations are following BC Baseball’s positive growth trends. This is due in part to the BC Baseball Programs from Rally Cap right through to the 18U College Prep Division. There’s no doubt the Coach’s Caravan & Coach’s Convention play a part in this growth, as well as the obvious success of the Toronto Blue Jays in the past few years. By all accounts, we see this trend continuing. We also see stronger play developing as our coaching continues to evolve and improve, and our programs are in existence for longer periods of time. 

· We have not been without issues, but we think that is to be accepted during any periods of growth and at the end of the day, we always seem to be able to the work through them for the betterment of the majority of associations. 

· The Interior was well represented at provincial tournaments this year and hosted 2 provincial championships, the 11U-Tier 2 Provincials in West Kelowna and the 11U-Tier 1 Provincials in Kelowna. 

· We’ve scheduled our Fall Interior Workshop for Saturday, September 17th at 10AM at the Sandman Hotel (2130 Harvey Ave) in Kelowna. As well as the main workshop, the 15U Division will be holding a small sub-meeting. We are looking forward to good attendance.

Website

· The website has been active again in 2016, both for information and schedules/standings. In 2017, I would really attempt on getting directors to submit the schedule in a provided CSV format. This will allow direct uploading of the schedule rather than having to enter each game manually which is very time consuming and leaves room for error. The website was accessed 216,373 and had over 813,779 page views from September 2015-September 2016. By all accounts, that is a strong number. 

· Areas we will be working on to improve next year will be the submission of content. We are looking at ways to encourage associations to submit articles and information to increase the content throughout the website. One of the ways we can improve this is by keeping the home page articles strictly on the home page and letting associations fill their own pages with content. This will allow divisions to have content strictly relating to their league or tournament. One of the assets of having the website is that we are building a database, especially with the BC Baseball Coaches. A database keeps the information of all the coaches who have registered with us. While we have been asked by third-parties to have access to our database, this is a violation of the anti-spam law and we are best just using the information for ourselves. 

Facebook

· Unfortunately, someone wrongfully accessed our Facebook page and the site was shut down. We were close to 300 likes (Followers) which were lost. I inquired with Facebook, but they have not given us a proper answer regarding the lost page. Regardless, at this point the previous page was irrecoverable, and so I have created a new BC Baseball Facebook Page for us to build from. I will be moving the articles over from the Provincials over the next month.

Twitter

· Our Twitter account is currently at 241 Followers, which is good considering the lack of content we’ve posted on our account. Between Twitter and Facebook, these will become more and more useful as our parent demographic continuously moves to newer generations. 

iScore

· Over the previous few years we have implemented the program iScore into our online scoring & standings. This application lets us receive real-time scoring, and tracks stats for players with much more efficiency than manual entry as stats are recorded as the game is scored and uploaded to our website with the game. For our West Kelowna team & many others, iScoreCast allows people to follow the game live when not in attendance. Similar to the Pointstreak app. In my opinion the iScore app is more life-like. 

Conclusion

· I think that for 2017, we will try to design more fillable forms, which allow more content to be easily submitted. As we move forward, and with online commerce prices becoming lower, I believe our goal should be to work towards having more and more transactions occur online (team affiliations, registrations, camps & clinics, etc.). I also encourage teams in the Zone’s & Provincials to use the website for communication with their teams. There are many features that we have available that are going unused.

In fact they can play for both, but it comes down to the financial costs.

                             Under the guidance of Stacy and Emily the team practiced during the summer in preparation for 

                             attending the Western Canada Championships in Manitoba.  They did play in the Burnaby Fun 

                             Tournament in July, not faring to well as they were a very young team and one of the strongest 

                              players on the team was only 11.  She also came and played with the 16U team when they were 

                             short players for their league games.

              The team attended the Westerns in Dauphin, Manitoba and finished 4th.  Congratulations to them

              and their coaches for their find performance at the Championships.

· 16U

The team was once again coached by Marty Van Der Loos and Rob Ross.  The team got together as often as possible but with the girls coming from all over the Province it was a little difficult for some of them to attend as often as we and they would have liked.

The team entered the Ross Tournament in Newton and missed out on the cross over when it came down to the tie breaker. The Summer All-Star season for 11U is administered by Grant Butler. Being my first year in 11U A as the Tournament Director and coach of RCBA I found it well organized and excellent communication throughout the All-Star season.

The Summer All-Star season saw two declared teams from Vancouver Island (Victoria & Nanaimo), North (Prince George) and Interior (COMBA) regions along with eleven teams in the Lower Mainland. Zone play-down tournaments were not needed for the Provincial berths outside the Lower Mainland. As they each received automatic berths. Five berths were given to Lower Mainland teams plus host Richmond City.

Lower Mainland Summer All-Star season consisted of ten games. The Lower Mainland was round-robin Pool games with each playing other teams once. For the most part the season and being a coach within Pool play was very competitive and final berths were not known until the last day of the season.

The Summer All-Star season in the Lower Mainland saw Abbotsford, Richmond City, White Rock, Ladner, Cloverdale and host Richmond City gain berths for the Provincial tournament.

The Provincial tournament was hosted by Richmond July 29th through July 31st hosted at Palmer Secondary complex. The Opening Ceremony and Skills Competition were hosted Thursday evening leading up to the tournament. This was well attended and a great atmosphere to get the tournament jumpstarted. The Coaches meeting was held afterwards and great discussion with no issues brought up all were ready for play.
