2. Elections of President/Treasurer/Head Coach

3. TREASURERS REPORT:  
a.  There is approximately $5,508.87 in the checking account.

4. TEAM TOURNAMENT/DUALS 
a.  Troy went to the annual meeting in Dodgeville two weeks ago.  If WIAA does not allow wrestling then WWF will be hosting bigger tournaments. These tournaments range around $600.00 each. They have the dome in Wisconsin Dells reserved for 6 or 7 weekends.  State wrestling will happen this year, but the location depends on WIAA.  If state is held at the dome, then there will be no regionals.  At this time, it does not appear that schools will allow local tournaments.  This will hurt B/P youth wrestling as this is where we make the majority of money. 
5. COST of PACKAGES: 
a. a. This will be tabled at this time. 
b. b. USA cards cost went up to $45.00 
6. FUNDRAISING 
a.  Fundraising is needed if we are not able to have our tournament.  Following ideas were stated: hold camps at Park Place for other schools; use the Broske Center or Belmont Hotel for a tournament; business donations for advertisements like last year; virtual tournament where wrestlers are sponsored; on-line pampered chef party with part of the proceeds being donated back to the club; go fund me page; hog roast 
b.  We will do the on-line pampered chef party and hog roast.  The on-line pampered chef party will be completed by the end of October.  Molly will speak with Karla Stoney regarding this. 
c. The hog roast will be on October 24th with locations in Belmont and Platteville. Brandi will speak with Austin about putting a tent up at the Old Shell Gas Station parking lot across from Dairy Queen.  Friday evening, October 23rd will be prepping the pork.   Molly and Troy will donate one pig and Todd and Nicole will donate the other pig. 
d. Go Fund Me page and business donations will be looked into.  
10. START UP DATE 
a. Wrestling practice will start on November 17th.  Practice will be every Tuesday and Thursday.  At this time, all practices will be at Park Place in Platteville.  4k through 4th grade will be from 5:30 to 6:30. 5th grade through 8th grade will be 6:30 to 7:45 pm.  
b.  Registration will be Monday, November 9th from 5:30 to 7:30.  Brandi will check if the Broske Center is available to use.  If not, we will use Todd Harm's trailer. 
11. RULES and REGULATIONS 
a. Molly worked with Park Place on acceptable ways for BP wrestling to continue utilizing the room.  The rules for open mat will continue to be in place until otherwise notified. No parents in the building.  Masks are to be worn going into the building until in the wrestling room.  Everyone must bring their own water bottle.
