1. The EHA Board will vote on nominations (past volunteers), selecting a maximum of up to ten (10)
inductees in the first year (2017), a maximum of three (5) inductees the second year and a maximum of
two (2) inductees the following years

2. The EHA Board will vote on nominations (present volunteers), selecting up to a maximum of 2 inductee
each year

3. Inductees will be formally announced and honored at an EHS Hockey Game TBD.

EHA Board Responsibility:

Primary responsibility to insure support and compliance is the role of the EHA President, Head of Boys Hockey,
Head of Girls Hockey and the Head of Operations. Active EHA Board members will have one vote in the selection

of EHA Cornerstone(s).

Amendments:

A four-fifths majority of the EHA Board may amend these by-laws.
