Official Report- Michael Kephart –  present ~  report attached:  
 October for officials is the beginning of a long season. We finish up seminars and start ramping up our
game volume. Most of my officials were ready for the season but some are not. We continue to try to
get everyone registered and ready.

This season compared to years past, District 5’s registration number are ok. We sit at about 190 officials
for the 20-21 season, this is down 10 from last year but planning to gain about 25 new officials. The 10
we have lost this season only about 5 are Covid-19 related. With all that being said I feel confident that
we should be able to cover the same amount of games as last year. As always our trouble is were young.
With such a young group my focus is always evaluations and training programs. I plan to have our
normal first year officials training clinic in the beginning of Dec. At this clinic it is a great way to get first
years out and work a game and ask questions; I’m also working closely with WSOA to set up multiple
power skating clinics. However that is all we will be able to do this year because of COVID. We normally
do 4 official training and 3 official training, but with this season only using 2 officials we can’t run these
training events.

Reminders-

WSOA has a 7 day policy for scheduling games. Any scrimmages requested less than 7 days out will be
denied! This does not mean that you can call other districts to cover this game or ask my officials to
work the game. Any coach, manager, parent or whoever asks one of my officials to work a game not
requested by the scheduler will be given ONE warning then assessed possible fines.

If you have to cancel a scrimmage for any reason it is the schedulers responsibility of the team that
requested the scrimmage to cancel the referees. If you don’t cancel this scrimmage and my officials are
there, you will still pay them in full. All league game cancels need to go through our D5 Coordinator Bill
Breeden and he will notify officials.

No post game handshakes

With MN hockey making it a rule that only two coaches are allowed on the bench and they must be
wearing a facemask we will be enforcing the amount of coaches on the bench with the following rule.
USAH Rule 201 Composition of Teams (b) A team may have up to 4 team officials on the
bench, this is now ONLY 2 allowed. If a team has too many team officials on the bench they will
be warned and assess no penalty at that time. However, if the situation is not corrected or
occurs again during the same game you should assess a bench minor penalty for delaying the
game. If a coach is not wearing a mask my officials will be reporting this to me. Mr.Gapinski and I will
deal with the appropriate disciplinary action after the game. My officials will only report this to me not
assess anything during the game.

Q: Can a goalie coach talk with the goalie  A: yes just not on the bench at the end of the period. If it is a rostered coach only. 

Get your tournament stuff into Mike to get the officials scheduled ASAP.

We only assessed one game misconduct penalty in October! Very Good!

1.) Game limit prior to official roster

-Games played without rosters sent to me will be fined.

Fines will be coming.

2.) Game limit for Squirt/U10
Reminder 35 game limit
3v3 cross/half ice no limit
Going over game limit will result in fine and disqualification from post season play.

3.) Controlled Scrimmages
Understand what they are. NO clock no score, coaches are on the ice, instructional time only. Skills with a combined practice.
Squirt/U10 will be monitored closely.
Violations will be considered a game.

4.) Covid Updates:
New rules.
Zoom Meeting?
What other areas are experiencing
Bench 2 coaches with masks, no injured players on the bench this year. 
More than 2 coaches can be in the locker room if you see fit.
Student coaches can be on the bench but that counts as 1 of your 2 coaches.
Student coaches can be on the ice for practice
If someone you know is subject to covid and they are known the coach plays that player it is an ineligible player. The coach will be banned for the rest of this year. If someone is exposed STAY AWAY FROM HOCKEY. If you feel bad enough to get a test, stay home from hockey. 
Call Steve for all questions
It comes down to County Health and/or MDH to confirm if or how long the team needs to be shut down and if they need to be shut down. 
Covid games will not have a reschedule fee.
If a team is shut down for 14 days and they have a game on day 15 call Steve and it will can be rescheduled to get a practice in.

Minor officials follow the district rules.  Find out when you are going to a rink what the rules are.  If you are in a D5 game the visitors will take a penalty box and the home team will do the rest.  The score sheet is submitted by the home team. 

MN hockey is willing to do zoom meetings to talk about COVID rules. If you have interest contact Steve.

Question on tournaments: refund for a team unable to make it based on the fact a team cannot make it. If the team cannot come due to the tournament it would be reasonable to show documentation that the team is in quarantine. Ask for documentation and reach out to Steve with questions.
