A team seeking entrance into a South Dakota VFW State Baseball Tournament (Regional & State 
Tournaments) must be verified eligible by their local VFW post. If the local VFW Post does not provide a 
VFW program for its area youth or there isn’t a local VFW Post, a team seeking to participate in a South 
Dakota VFW Regional, League play and/or State Tournament must be verified eligible by their governing 
organization. Eligibility checklist:    plays in school or feeder to HS     Plays for age-appropriate team 
minimum of at least 70% of their players from its local governing baseball association and school of 
record     Assessed and understand their team’s potential ADM during the verification of eligibility 
process
