Question around travel team and if it will fall under this or Travel; it will be both working together closely

· All approved. Motion carried. 

· One Goal/Learn to Play program

· Motion that Allen Arndt be the candidate for the One Goal/Learn to Play committee for 2020-2021. Seconded by Brian; All approved. Motion carried.

· We just want to ensure how budget will be handled for this position since it is not a voting board member position; Melody asked Rich what his recommendation would be to present to the Board. Todd thought as long as the budget is approved, it will not matter who spends the amount for that specific program/budgetary item
