Guidelines and rules for Parents and Coaches:
2026 Spring Season

Queen Creek Heat is proud to support and train Jr Umpires who are learning and growing in the game of softball. These youth officials deserve the same respect and professionalism
expected of players, coaches, and spectators.

General Expectations:

[ ] Jr Umpires are minors. Treat them with kindness and respect at all times.

® Zero Tolerance for yelling, arguing, or making derogatory comments towards any umpire. You will be ejected from the park for the game, possibly the season.
[ ] Coaches and parents are expected to set a positive example for players by supporting the umpire crew — regardless of age or experience.

o

Constructive feedback, if needed, must go through BMOD or Umpire Coordinator after the game — not during or immediately after the event.

Absolutely Prohibited:

® Parents are not to confront a Junior Umpire before, during, or after a game.

e Coaching your player to argue calls or question umpire judgment.

® Shouting calls from the stands or dugout (e.g., “That was a strike!” or “Are you blind?”).
® Using sarcasm or mock applause toward umpire decisions.

Violations may result in removal from the game, suspension, or further disciplinary action by league officials.

For Coaches:

® You are responsible for maintaining control of your team and fans.
e If there is a legitimate concern during a game, ask for a time out, speak calmly and respectfully to the plate umpire.
® Encourage players to hustle, play hard, and respect all officials — just as they would want to be respected.

Support Their Growth:

Remember, many Junior Umpires are in their first or second year of officiating. Just like young players, they will make mistakes — and they are learning every time they step on the field.
Let’s give them the same grace and support we give our athletes.

5. 1 (and my guests) will be a positive role model for my child and encourage sportsmanship by showing respect and courtesy, and by demonstrating positive support for all
players, coaches, officials and spectators at every game, practice or other sporting event.

6. | (and my guests) will not engage in any kind of unsportsmanlike conduct with any official, coach, player, or parent such as booing and taunting; refusing to shake hands;
or using profane language or gestures.

7. 1 will not encourage any behaviors or practices that would endanger the health and well being of the athletes.

8. | will teach my child to play by the rules and to resolve conflicts without resorting to hostility or violence.

9. | will demand that my child treat other players, coaches, officials and spectators with respect regardless of race, creed, color, sex or ability.

10. | will teach my child that doing one’s best is more important than winning, so that my child will never feel defeated by the outcome of a game or his/her performance.
11. I will praise my child for competing fairly and trying hard, and make my child feel like a winner every time.

12. | will never ridicule or yell at my child or other participants for making a mistake or losing a competition.

13. | will emphasize skill development and practices and how they benefit my child over winning. | will also de-emphasize games and competition in the lower age groups.
14. 1 will promote the emotional and physical well being of the athletes ahead of any personal desire | may have for my child to win.

15. | will respect the officials and their authority during games and will never question, discuss, or confront coaches at the game field, and will take time to speak with
coaches at an agreed upon time and place.

16. | will demand a sports environment for my child that is free from drugs, tobacco, and alcohol and | will refrain from their use at all sports events.

17. 1 will refrain from coaching my child or other players during games and practices, unless | am one of the official coaches of the team.
