
Parent’s Code of Conduct

All parents/guardians who have children participating within the Bow Athletic Club (BAC) program must abide by a Code of Conduct, which includes the provisions that follow.  Any violation of these rules will result in immediate expulsion from the BAC program.  In addition, you will forfeit your membership for the current season and be subject for review for any other subsequent year.

ALL PARENT/GUARDIANS AGREE:

1. To pay my fees and complete requested paperwork promptly to secure my child’s team placement.
2. To furnish proof of Birth – i.e. Birth Certificate of applicant to the BAC upon request.
3. To provide transportation to and from all practices/games ensuring that the player is prompt not only in arriving but in his/her departure.  I will notify my child’s coach if my child is unable to attend a practice/game.
4. To be financially responsible for BAC equipment/uniform issued to applicant other than the normal wear and tear during games and practice, further I/We agree will reimburse the BAC for the loss and/or damage to said equipment.  I/We agree NOT machine dry the game uniform.
5. Not to smoke on the practice or playing field, or in the presence of a gathering of team/squad. (i.e.: after a game/practice, team/squad meetings.)
6. To abstain from the possession and drinking of alcoholic beverages and the possession or use of any illegal substance at any BAC function. (i.e.: at games/practice, after a game/practice, team/squad meetings or gatherings.)
7. Not to deliberately incite and/or participate in “unsportsmanlike” conduct at ANY BAC function. To never protest a game official or coach’s decision in an aggressive demonstrative manner, which might incite violent or aggressive fan involvement.
8. Not to use abusive or profane language or actions at any time at any BAC function.
9. Not to criticize, belittle, antagonize, berate or otherwise incite the opposing team, its players,   coaches, cheerleaders, fans, or officials by word of mouth or by gesture.
10. To accept all decisions of the game officials or coaches as being fair and called to the best of their ability.
11. To treat all children and adults while at any BAC function with respect.
12. To follow the proper Chain of Command when filling a complaint or voicing my opinion regarding any possible rule infraction or concern within BAC organization (Coach, Player Agent, BAC Board Member).
