Director Reports
a. President—
Attended peewee/Midget districts in SSM. All went well with the exception of the last 30 seconds of the last midget game between St. Ignace and the Soo. Thank you to all the Board members that donated their time to help at the tournament. 


Received a complaint about one of our house coaches in regards to goalie playing time and                 comments by the coach. We tried to handle it at a local level however the parents continued to complain to MAHA/USA Hockey (see letter from Jack Witt). I am currently in the process of setting up a meeting between the parents and coach as suggested by Jack Witt.

Attended the monthly D7 meeting. A lot of emphasis was put into holding parents and kids accountable for their actions. It was stated that it was up to the coaches to control their players and up to associations to suspend players and parents as necessary for unacceptable behavior.

Set up a hearing with the child (Colby Harmon) that misbehaved during the game mentioned above to explain his side of the story.  The child neglected to attend the meeting and wasted several board members time.  I was at the game and while the child was being coaxed by an unruly parent in the stands it is no excuse to act as he did. This is also not the only time the child has acted up but the only time this year that has actions have been brought in front of the board.  It is my opinion that this child needs to be held accountable for his actions and that excuses stop being made for him.  It is still my recommendation that this child be suspended for the rest of the year and D7 representatives who were in attendance at the game support my recommendations.
