Roosevelt Boys Baseball Rules 2018
Minor League 9-10
We follow all Cal Ripken Baseball rules with a few rules emphasized or modified below:
· Teams must bat their entire roster. There is free substitution. Players may return to any position on the field except for pitcher who may not return to the mound unless they started pitching the game. Teams can play with four outfielders

· Regulation games are six innings and limited to 1 hour and 30 minutes. No new inning can begin after 1 hour and 15 minutes.
·  Umpires are being encouraged to speed the pace of play to finish more games. 4 warm-up pitches between innings, help with passed balls, and overall hustle will be emphasized.
· If tied after 6 innings or at 1 hour 15 minutes, International tie-breaker rules will be played:  Visiting team will start with last out from previous inning on 2nd base and finish top half of the inning; Home team will start with last out from previous inning on 2nd base and finish bottom half of the inning. If game is still tied repeat above process until game is decided. 

· A team may play a game with 8 players, but 1 automatic out will be charged at the end of the batting order. Less than 8 players constitute a forfeit. Game may still be played. 

· Run Rules: 8 runs per ½ inning limit. Game called if the lead is 15 runs after four innings or 10 runs after 5 innings. 

· Avoid contact rule. Runners must slide on all bases when played upon. It will be up to the umpire’s discretion to call the runner out. 

· Batters may not throw the bat. First time will be a warning. Second time will result in an out.

· No fake bunting. (Square, then swing away). Player with be called out without warning

· 9 year old pitcher must start game and pitch a total of 1 inning or first 6 batters. 

· The umpires will not tolerate any arguing, particularly concerning the strike zone. Umpires will expect coaches to regulate any player/fan issues. 

· Home team has the third base dugout and is responsible for keeping the official scorebook which will be provided by the umpire. Visiting team will be required to keep pitch count with each coach verifying after each inning.  Pitch count rules will be enforced with a one game suspension if a player goes over.

· USA baseball stamped bats are allowed up to 2 5/8”. Use of an illegal bat will result in the batter being called out. Further use by same player is a one game suspension and an automatic forfeit. 

· Three coaches allowed on the field and one in the dugout. Parents are not allowed to be on the field at any time. 
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· RBBA league officials reserve the right to remove parents if their behavior becomes unacceptable. If this situation arises parents will be asked to leave the immediate area of the field, and move to the parking lot area.
