
How-To Report Pitch Count & Game Cards

GAME CARD HOW-TO

1) Home team is responsible for completing the game card during the game.
2) Game card must be signed by both coaches prior to leaving the field.
3) Game card must be completed in full and emailed within 24 hours of the game. Failure to email the game card within the stated time will result in a forfeit by the 

winning coach. 
4) Winning coach is responsible to submit game card and keeping the card for the entire season. Game card can be scanned or by cell phone photo.

PITCH COUNT TRACKING

1) Head Coach will log onto the CCJBA website.  * Only the Head Coach is allowed to enter pitch count tracking.*
2) Pitch Count must be entered within 24 hours of the game being played.

▪ Left Menu – CCJBA Schedules
▪ Choose your Division & Team
▪ Top Menu / Report Scores
▪ Password is the Division the team is in.  No spaces & no caps.   Example: Midget National 1 would be:  midgetnational1  PASSWORD IS FOR HEAD COACH USE ONLY
▪ Click Report Score/Pitcher
▪ Select Game Day and then click search
▪ Winning coach enters pitch count for BOTH TEAMS. 
▪ Game Status – choose the status of the game from the drop down menu
▪ Game Summary can be used for notes for CCJBA:  game delay, make up game, etc..  
▪ Once change is submitted, it becomes locked.  Any changes will need to be submitted to CCJBA via email.  Need details on what changes to make.
