• The Steel scored three of the last four goals in the game but could not overcome two separate 
three-goal deficits in a 5-4 loss against Team USA (U18) on Friday night at USA Hockey Arena in 
Plymouth, Mich … Chicago outshot its opponent by a 24-21 mark in the loss … The Steel power 
play went 2-for-3 (66.7%) while the penalty kill unit went 3-for-4 (75.0%) … The loss was the first 
of the season against the U18 club. 

• Rookie Adam Fantilli registered a goal and a helper in the loss. The Nobleton, Ontario, native 
now has 20 points (8G, 12A) this season including three multi-point games in his last seven 
outings. Fantilli shares fourth among USHL rookies in points. 

• Matt Coronato extended his league lead in goals to 25 with a marker on the power play in the 
loss. The Harvard University commit now has 52 points (25G, 27A) during the 2020-2021 
campaign. 

• With a goal on Friday night, Dawson Pasternak added another game to his current point streak 
to reach eight consecutive games appearing on the scoresheet. The Winnipeg, Manitoba, native 
now has 14 points (6G, 8A) in 29 games. 

• Jack Babbage matched his career-high with his fifth marker of the season in the loss. His 16 
points (5G, 11A) are a career best. 

• Sean Farrell, Ryan Ufko and Josh Doan each added helpers on Friday night. 

• Steel netminder Simon Latkoczy made 16 saves and is now 3-2-0-0 between the Steel pipes.
