It's time for our annual Orono Boys Hockey Fall Salt Sales Fundraiser! The objective of this fundraiser, as with any other we consider for the season, is for players to raise funds that offset team-related expenses for the season and reduce the amount of out-of-pocket fees assigned to families.  There is a buyout option in the event a player would prefer for whatever reason to not sell salt

2025 Fall Salt Sales Fundraiser

Expectations
If you are trying out for the Orono Boys High School Hockey this fall, we ask for 100% participation in the 2025 Fall Salt Sales Fundraiser. Beginning today and through Friday, August 15, 2025, each player is expected to sell a total of 130 bags of water softener salt. For those who choose not to sell salt, or if your player does not sell a full 130 bags, it is expected that the player covers the proceeds from selling salt by paying the $800 buy-out amount or $6.00 per bag not sold

Important Details to Note:
· Player Requirement: (1) Sell a minimum of 130 bags and/or pay the $6.00/bag buyout for any unsold bags; (2) Pay $800 buy-out option
· In previous seasons, we have credited a portion of proceeds for any player who plays Junior Gold.  This year we will continue this policy and transfer up to $150 funds to JR Gold/OYHA for any player that does not make the High School teams and opts to play for Junior Gold.  If you are unsure that you will play Junior Varsity or Varsity, feel free not to sell salt and simply pay the buyout of $800 if you make the team
· The Fall 2025 Order Deadline is Friday, August 15th, 2025 at 8pm (no late orders will be accepted)

· You must submit a check (or checks) with the order form covering your total sales. (Note: some families decide to purchase the salt and pickup checks from customers when the salt is delivered)
· The salt you order will be ready to pick up between 8am and 8pm in the parking lot of the Orono High School on Saturday, September 6, 2025 (note: please help us keep the parking lot clean by stacking the pallets and throwing away the plastic wrap once you’ve loaded your salt).
