2023-24 RIVALRY SERIES SCHEDULE

The United States won the 2023 IIHF Women's World Championship 
with a 6-3 victory over Canada. Following a hat trick from captain Hilary 
Knight, including two goals late in the third period that would prove to be 
the difference maker, the U.S. took home its first world title since 2019. 
Goaltender Aerin Frankel recorded 24 saves in net in the winning effort. 

2024 IIHF WOMEN'S WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP
The 2024 IIHF Women's World Championship is returning to the United 
States April 3-14, 2014 in Utica, N.Y.! Mohawk Valley Garden and the 
City of Utica were selected to host the event, in partnership with USA 
Hockey. 

The 10-team event will be hosted at the Adirondack Bank Center, home 
of the AHL's Utica Comets. 

The event marks its return to U.S. soil for the first time since 2017, when 
USA Hockey Arena in Plymouth, Mich. hosted the event and will be the 
fifth time overall in the U.S.

The tournament features ten teams divided into two groups of five. Team 
USA is competing in Group A alongside, Canada, Czechia, Switzerland 
and Finland. Group B includes Japan, Sweden, Germany, Denmark and 
China. Each group will play a single round-robin series before the playoff 
round.

The U.S. will enter the event as defending world champions after having 
won the 2023 WWC. Behind a hat trick from Hilary Knight, Team USA 
topped Canada, 6-3, in the gold medal game. It marked the tenth WWC 
title for the U.S. and its first since 2019.

TODAY'S MATCH UP
Today's game marks the opening game of the 2023-24 Rivalry Series 
between the U.S. Women's National Team and Canada. The two teams 
will meet seven times throughout the winter, with three contests in the U.S. 
and four in Canada. The game marks the first contest for Team USA since 
the 2023 IIHF Women's World Championship back in April.

LAST TIME AGAINST CANADA
The U.S. and Canada last met in the gold medal game of the 2023 IIHF 
Women's World Championship on April 16, 2023. Behind a hat trick from 
forward Hilary Knight (Sun Valley, Idaho), Team USA defeated Canada, 
6-3. Aerin Frankel (Briarcliff Manor, N.Y.) made 24 saves in the winning 
effort.  

HITTING HOME SOIL
Today marks the start of the 2023-24 season, in which Team USA will 
compete on home soil numerous times. The U.S. will play three games 
during the Rivalry Series in the U.S. (Tempe, Ariz., Los Angeles, Calif, and 
St. Paul, Minn.), along with the 2024 IIHF Women's World Championship, 
which will take place in Utica, N.Y. 

DEFENDING WORLD CHAMPIONS
The U.S. enters the 2023-24 Rivalry Series as defending world champions, 
having won the 2023 IIHF Women's World Championship back in April. 
Team USA topped Canada, 6-3, in the gold medal game to take home 
the title. 

SOAKING UP THE SUN
Today's game marks the first time the U.S. Women's National Team has 
played a game in the state of Arizona. The first two games of the series 
are slated for warm-weather climates with both Tempe, Ariz. and Los 
Angeles, Calif. hosting games. 

KNIGHT WINS IIHF FEMALE PLAYER OF THE YEAR
Following the 2022-23 season Hilary Knight was named the inaugural 
IIHF Female Player of the Year, awarded to the top international player in 
women's hockey each season. Knight tallied a tournament-leading eight 
goals at the WWC, including the game-winning goal in the gold medal 
game.

IN THE RIVALRY SERIES
Started during the 2018-19 season by USA Hockey and Hockey Canada, 
the Rivalry Series enters its fourth season (2018-19, 2019-20, 2022-23), 
with the U.S. holding an all-time record of 6-2-2-5 (W-OTW-OTL-L). 

2022-23 RIVALRY SERIES
Last season's Rivalry Series was won by Canada with the tally of four 
games to three. The U.S. won the first three contests of the series, before 
falling in the last four. The series was highlighted by a 4-2 U.S. victory 
in game three of the series at Climate Pledge Arena in Seattle, Wash. A 
record-breaking crows of 14,551 was on hand to witness the game.

Three members of the team have been honored with the Patty Kazmaier Memorial Award, bestowed 
annually to the best women's player in NCAA Division I college hockey: Taylor Heise (2022), Aerin 
Frankel (2021) and Alex Carpenter (2015).

All 24 athletes on the Team USA roster have competed or are currently competing as women's 
hockey student-athletes at a U.S. college or university. The University of Wisconsin leads the way 
with six athletes, while the University of Minnesota has four representatives. Boston College has 
three, while Northeastern, Ohio State and Clarkson all have two. Cornell, Harvard, Lindenwood, 
Minnesota Duluth and Penn State all have one athlete. Eleven different schools have representation 
on the team.

The age gap between the oldest player on Team USA and the youngest player on the U.S. squad 
is 15 years. Hilary Knight, 34, born July 12, 1989 is the oldest player on the roster, while Tessa 
Janecke, 19, born May 12, 2004 is the youngest player on the roster.  

2024 U.S. UNDER-18 WOMEN'S NATIONAL TEAM ANNOUNCED
The 25-player 2024 U.S. Under-18 National Team was selected 
following a three-day selection camp in Blaine, Minn. from Oct. 29-31. 
The team is slated to compete at the IIHF Under-18 Women's World 
Championship in Zug, Switzerland from January 6-14, 2024. The team 
will be coached by Liz Keady Norton (Boston, Mass.) who is currently 
the head coach of the Dartmouth Women's Hockey Team.

JOHN WROBLEWSKI, HEAD COACH
John Wroblewski is serving as the head coach of the U.S. Women's National Team for 
the 2023-24 season after leading Team USA to a gold medal at the 2023 IIHF Women's 
World Championship and silver at the 2022 WWC.
Wroblewski joined the U.S. Women's National Team following two years (2020-22) as 
the head coach of the Ontario (Calif.) Reign, the AHL affiliate of the LA Kings, and four 
seasons (2016-20) as the bench boss of the USA Hockey National Team Development 
Program. 
Over his four years with the NTDP, the program reached its first USHL playoff berth 
since 2012 and finished top-three in all 12 international tournaments played. He led 
his team to 33-consecutive international victories from 2016-18, and also oversaw the 
development of 29 NHL Draft picks, including Jack Hughes, who was selected first 
overall by the New Jersey Devils in 2019. 
At the IIHF level, Wroblewski guided the U.S. Under-18 Men's National Team twice, 
resulting in a gold in 2017 and bronze in 2019. 
The Neenah, Wisconsin, native began his coaching career as an intern assistant coach 
with the NTDP and was promoted to a full-time assistant coach the following season, a 
position he held from 2008-10.
Wroblewski, a player on the inaugural NTDP roster in 1997, skated four years with 
the University of Notre Dame (1999-2003). He went on to play four years (2003-07) 
professionally with the ECHL’s Fresno Falcons, recording 125 points (65-60) in 273 
career games.

JOSH SCIBA, ASSISTANT COACH 
Josh Sciba is reprising his role on the U.S. Women's National Team staff 
during the 2023-24 season, after serving in the same capacity during the 
2022-23 season. 

As an assistant coach, Sciba helped lead the U.S. Under-18 Women's 
National Team to a gold medal at the 2022 IIHF Under-18 Women's 
World Championship, after serving in the same capacity for the 2019 U.S. 
Under-18 Women's National Team. 

Sciba is currently the head coach of the Union College women's ice hockey 
team, a role he has served in for the past six seasons. 

As a player, Sciba was a member of the USA Hockey National Team 
Development Program from 2001-03, prior to playing four years at the 
University of Notre Dame.

SHARI DICKERMAN, ASSISTANT COACH 
Shari Dickerman is returning as an assistant coach for the U.S. Women's 
National Team on the international stage having served as an assistant 
coach during the 2022-23 Rivalry Series.

Dickerman, an assistant coach at Minnesota State University, previously 
served as assistant coach of the 2022 U.S. Collegiate Women's Select 
Team, that competed at the 2022 Collegiate Series against Canada in 
August. 

Prior to her appointment to the USA Hockey staff, Dickerman served as 
an evaluator at numerous USA Hockey camps. 

A member of the Mavericks staff since 2009, Dickerman has helped 
lead Minnesota State for the last 13 seasons. 

As a player, Dickerman was an All-American goaltender for the 
Mavericks. 

ALLI ALTMANN, GOALTENDING COACH 
Alli Altmann returns as the goaltending coach of the U.S. Women's 
National Team after serving on the staff of the 2021, 2022 and 2023 
U.S. Women's National Team.

Altman also guided the U.S. Under-18 Women's National Team for  four 
seasons, having served in the goaltending coach role from 2017-22. 
She guided the U.S. to two golds and two silvers during that time.

Altmann is currently the co-owner and vice president of DEVENIR 
Goaltenders. She played four seasons for Minnesota State University. 
recording a career .901 save percentage. 

BRENT HILL, ASSISTANT COACH 
Brent Hill is returning as an assistant coach for the U.S. Women's 
National Team on the international stage having served as an assistant 
coach during the 2022-23 Rivalry Series.  

Hill is currently serving as an assistant coach of the Quinnipiac Women' 
Ice Hockey team, a role he's held for the last two seasons.

Hill was on the bench as an assistant coach for the 2015 U.S. Under-18 
Women's World Championship, leading the squad to a gold medal at 
the 2015 IIHF Under-18 Women's World Championship.
