Clarification on Level 6/7 Vault
At Region 3 Congress there wasn’t a guideline stated for how you measured the angle of arrival, the answer that was given at Region 1 Congress is - it is measured from the hands through the shoulders and hips (not the lowest body part). This will definitely make a difference in the Yurchenko entry vaults.  It was felt that this needed to be clarified, as it is NOT stated in the Code.
