identity, and/or sexual orientation.

e | will not bring and/or carry any weapons including, but not limited to, knives, concealed weapons, and
firearms into the event.

e | will not use tobacco, vaping devices or e-cigarettes, marijuana, illegal drugs, or controlled substances at
this event.
