Minutes

March 7, 2011
Meeting was called to order by President Scott Strong at 7:01 p.m.  MYHA Board members present were:  Scott Strong, Aaron Keopple, LeAnne Talberg, Erik Davidson, Pam Entorf, Beth Janvrin, Brent Miller, Lori Paulson, Tim Rowan.  Not present were: Michelle Klass, Aaron Richartz, Jane Strong

Update on Girls U12 Coop:   The members of the U12 coop committee were present to give an update on the state of the season.  Terri Bolinger presented a synopsis of the girls U12 season.  Overall it went well, but still working on blending the team together.  This should get better over time.  There were some ice time issues in Chippewa Falls, mainly with late night practices.  The U14 team update was presented by Scott Weber.  Season went well this year, and the team had success.  Scott commented that it was nice to play at a  higher level, and compete well.  

Kristi Hendrickson addressed an MYHA league issue.  The teams in our association are currently involved in a league during the season.  There was some difficulty in scheduling and completing games with the league this year.  Some were cancelled and unable to be rescheduled.  She will be suggesting a “round robin” format for the league next year where the majority of league games are played on one or two weekends.  It would be preferable to do these games early in the season and make sure they are completed.  Kristi woul like to schedule a meeting with Bob Normand to discuss a change of format potential for next year.  The board members were in agreement with this idea.
Secretary’s Report:  February minutes are now approved and posted online.

Treasurer’s Report:  No report tonight.

Ice Board Update:  Showed a schedule of events that will be in the arena during the summer season.

The Ice Board discussed putting ice in earlier this year.  We will have the building August 15th this year.  This would allow an earlier start to the season than in years past.

Cleaning arrangements for next year were discussed.  The MYHA Board needs to make a decision on whether to continue to hire a cleaning service or to require hockey families to do the cleaning as teams. Brent Miller made a motion that teams are held responsible for cleaning on the week assigned to them.  If cleaning is not done, the level responsible loses one week of ice time.  If it happens again, the level responsible will lose two weeks of ice time.  Rink manager will schedule which day of their assigned week is appropriate.  The assigned day will fall on a scheduled practice night.  Motion was seconded by Scott Strong.  All board members present voted in favor and motion was passed.
An update was presented on the progress toward a new rink.  At this point, the major donors have been re-contacted to try to determine their level of participation.  Some corporations are indicating interest in donation and we are waiting to see how much they are willing to donate.
