Pastor’s  Message  

  In the past months, you have noticed that the bells are rung by the altar servers three times.  The initial 
moment is for the Epiclesis.  The priest extends his hands over the bread and wine asking the Father to send 
down the Holy Spirit to sanctify these offerings so that they become the Body and Blood of Jesus (the actual 
moment that they do so (consubstantiation) are during Jesus’ words from scripture, “Take this all of you, and 
eat.  (2nd set of bells) Take this, all of you, and drink.” (3rd set of bells).  Other times, that the priests / bishops 
extend their hands, are in the Sacrament of Reconciliation (calling upon the Holy Spirit to absolve a person from 
their sins), the Sacrament of Confirmation (calling the Holy Spirit to come down upon the confirmands), 
Sacrament of Anointing of the Sick (calling the Holy Spirit to come down upon those in need of healing), the 
blessing of travelers, expectant parents, various need for individuals, groups, as well as 
religious items.

Saint of the Week Saint Anthony, 
the Abbot, offers us a different 
take on being a disciple. Anthony's 
whole life was not one of 
observing, but of becoming. When 
his parents died, he inherited their 
three hundred acres of land and 

the responsibility for a young sister. One day, 
reflecting on the words of Matthew 19:21: "If you 
wish to be perfect, go, sell your possessions, and 
give the money to the poor, and you will have 
treasure in heaven; then come, follow me." He was 
not satisfied to just reflect on Jesus' words, he 
walked out the door and immediately gave away all 
his property except what he and his sister needed to 
live. Then, upon hearing Matthew 6:34, "So do not 
worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow will bring 
worries of its own. Today's trouble is enough for 
today," he gave away everything else, entrusted his 
sister to a convent, and went outside the village to 
live a life of praying, fasting, and manual labor. It 
wasn't enough to listen to words, he had to become 
what Jesus said.
