Volunteer Roles for RYHA – Please Consider Helping

(no need to be bashful, we typically have too few volunteers than too many)

Team Parent (1 per team)
● Assist in finding volunteers for team and future events (limited with Termite Groups)
● HAVE FUN with team! Find ways to build a community around the team and players. You will likely be spending lots of time in the rink with these new friends! (Pizza parties, movie nights, Grizzlies game, etc.)

Snack List Coordinator (1 per team)
Our skaters will come off the ice exhausted and look forward to a reward/snack for their efforts. This is an optional activity and is left to the team parents to decide how to handle.
● Coordinate with parents for each on-ice game and/or practice to brink a snack.
● Suggested process:
o Email parents asking for volunteers to bring snacks (get contact information from team coach)
o Check slots are filled in advance of each on-ice session.
o Strongly recommend using Sign Up Genius ( www.signupgenius.com )
o It is online, free, and sends email/text reminders. Parents can log-in to see what dates are open to bring a snack. Names of those signed up are displayed, making monitoring easy.
o This will not be displayed automatically on the team’s website. However, you can communicate with your Website Parent to have a section created where this can be seen.

Outdoor Hockey Day Planning Committee (3 to 5 total, but last year had 0)
● Help find volunteers for Outdoor Hockey Day including tending the fire pit, hauling equipment, etc. This is a great event; volunteering time to help make this day go smoothly is a great way to give back to RYHA.
● If we have enough volunteers, we can add things like music, skating races, wacky awards, etc.

Net Transportation for Supermite All Star and Holiday Game (2 people with trucks)
● Moving 2 intermediate nets from Graham to Rec and back. One game is in December and one in February.

Game Clock and Music Operator (3 per team)
Assist during games and Jamboree to:
● Run clock & play music (off a phone - connection available in penalty box)
● Someone to announce names at the Jamboree when handing out medals (microphone in the penalty box)

Website Parent (1 per team)
Updating team webpage with team schedule, other events, etc. – Information would be provided by the coach.

Off-ice Practice Assistant (1-4 per team)
Assist coaches with gathering & storing equipment for practices/games.
● For Supermite & above, there will be times when ‘mini-boards’ need to be set-up before or taken down after. Having lots of helpers on & off the ice helps this go quickly.
● For Supermite & above, every game needs someone to run the clock. Having a group of volunteers on each team to rotate this task is valuable.
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
