Female athletes
wishing to qualify for Western Regional in Las Vegas, Nevada must compete in the WAWA Kids Freestyle
or Greco State Tournament to qualify. FEMALE ATHLETES MAY COMPETE IN FEMALE ONLY FREESTYLE
OR FEMALE ONLY FOLKSTYLE AS WELL AS FREESTYLE, FOLKSTYLE AND GRECO TOURNAMENTS.
(FEMALE ONLY FREESTYLE DOES NOT QUALIFY FOR WESTERN REGIONAL) FEMALE ONLY
TOURNAMENTS — AGE DIVISIONS & WEIGHT CLASSES are per 2019 USAW chart for female wrestling, this
is different than the other tournaments. All weigh-in weights are the official weights used for bracketing purposes.

PAIRING: WAWA will follow National and Regional guidelines for pairing. Trackwrestling will be used.

RULES: The current rules of NFHS and UWW with USA and WAWA Wrestling modifications where applicable will
govern the events and the competitions.

UNIFORMS: A predominately red and a predominately blue singlet is required for Freestyle and Greco-Roman
competition it is strongly encouraged that all athletes have both for Folkstyle competition. Females athletes must
wear a female singlet. Laces must be secured by tape or other means. Head gear required for all divisions.

INJURIES: In the event of injury or iliness, no contestant will be permitted to continue the competition without
approval of the Chief Medical Officer, whose decision is final and not subject to appeal.

INDIVIDUAL AWARDS: Medals will be given to the top six (6) place winners in each weight class and all styles.
In an attempt to showcase championship matches, the matches will be assigned to specific mats and will be
announced to bring attention to the athletes. Champions of all three styles, Freestyle, Folkstyle and Greco-Roman
(no Female only) will receive a 3-style plaque.

TEAM AWARDS: Two divisions will be awarded, larger clubs and smaller clubs, this will be determined by the
Registration Chairman and the Pairing Director at the time of the tournament. WAWA State Team Awards for 1
and 2" place will be awarded for each style. 1* place will be awarded in Female Freestyle. Licensed and working
Pairing Officials and Mat Officials must attend the State Clinic at the tournament to qualify for team points. Number
of required officials for team awards are as follows: 5 to14 wrestlers — 1 mat official and 1 pairing official; 15 to 24
wrestlers — 2 mat officials and 2 pairing officials; 25 to 34 wrestlers — 3 mat officials and 3 pairing officials; 35 to
44 wrestlers — 4 mat officials and 3 pairing officials; 45 to 54 wrestlers — 5 mat officials and 4 pairing officials; 55
to 64 wrestlers — 6 mat officials and 5 pairing officials. For additional calculations for each ten additional wrestlers
the officials will increase by one respectfully.

COACHING: Only 2 coaches with proper credentials per wrestler at mat side.

ALL COACHES MUST PURCHASE A WRIST BAND. CLUBS WILL NOT BE GIVEN BANDS. CERTIFIED
WAWA COACH: Requirements in order to pick up coach wrist band at state venue.

TO RECEIVE A COACH WRIST BAND, ALL REQUIRED PROPER CREDENTIALS MUST BE
PRESENTED AT THE TOURNAMENT. Clubs will receive a reimbursement for the number of coaching passes
allowed per number of athletes purchased on Trackwrestling and it will be the clubs discretion to disperse or not
to disperse the refunded amount. This allowed number is one coach pass for every 5 athletes.



MEDIA CREDENTIALS: Each club/team may request media credentials for one representative. The applicant will
be required to have a USA Wrestling Membership, and have passed the Safe Sport certification program before
credentials will be issued. Media Credentials must not be used as coaching credentials, if any person who is issued
media credentials is caught coaching or cheering/celebrating matside or on the floor will have their credentials
confiscated and be escorted off the floor for the duration of the tournament. The deadline to request media
credentials will be Wednesday, April 3. No Late Requests will be accepted! If you have any questions about the
media guidelines, or to request media credentials for your club/team please get in touch with Zachary Mason
(307)203-9555 or by email @ zyellowm@gmail.com.

ADMISSION FEES: Day Pass $10 per person — Tournament Pass $20 per person — No Charge for age 8 or
younger.
