Professional coaches gain compensation levels based on the licensing, experience and
availability. They also become part of the Player Development Department assisting the club in
making influential advancements to our programming annually.
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The Competitive Coaches are supported by the following club infrastructures:

Fully integrated coach education pathway for professional development/advancement
Team support staff (Assistant Coaches, Managers, etc)

Head Goalkeeper Coach — fully supported Goalkeeper development program
Administration provided by Administration Manager and Finance Manager

What to expect from the position:

Shall complete player evaluations annually as outlined by the club
