· Youth Officials Volleyball Clinic went well- Virtual and posted on Youtube. There will be one for basketball closer to the season. 

· Football and Volleyball provincials this year will be on November 11.  The Legion supports us hosting and participating in events that day. Timing will look a little different than previous years as Saturday starts will not start until 1:00pm. 

· A new late fee of $400 was decided on at the SHSAA AGM. An appeal can be submitted if there is a valid reason for having to cancel last minute. 

· Volleyball and Basketball conferences will be built differently now as there can only by 72 teams per classification. If you range between a 2A/3A school it may impact you but it should not impact many other teams. 

· Provincial Track and Field does not have a confirmed host yet. May be hosted in Saskatoon. 

· E5- Reminder you must put the minimum amount of athletes onto the E5s to have a team or you will be charged a fee. ExNet has a coaches database so you can pull forward previous coaches. If you are in a joint sponsorship, only the primary school will create it on their E3 and then the other school can add their players into the E5. 

· CIAAA has a free membership for all Saskatchewan athletic directors. They are hosting the national conference in Regina this year April 11-13.
