Team coaches and officials shall be responsible to abide by the playing rules as set out by all 
governing bodies. 
 
Team coaches and officials will communicate with players, parents/guardians to ensure all 
understand, support and abide by the playing rules and codes of acceptable conduct as 
published by the Club and its governing bodies. 
 
Decisions of game officials will be accepted absolutely by players, team coaches and officials. 
 
Game officials are not to be verbally and/or physically abused in any manner whatsoever by 
coaches, players, parents, guardians and/or team supporters. 
 
Abusive or foul language by coaches, players, parents, guardians or spectators will not be 
tolerated. 
 
Violent conduct will not be tolerated. 
 
The Lead Team Official is responsible for ensuring that the above rules are understood and 
abided by all team members 
 
Team coaches and officials are expected to inform the Club of breaches of this Code of Conduct 
and Sportsmanship.
