Member Comments:  
Shannon Cohen spoke on behalf of the U14 skaters and parents.  The U14 team parents and coaches have met with the Chippewa Falls girls U14 hockey coaches regarding potential combined U14 girls opportunities. It is too late in the season for a formal co-op, and a formal release of skaters from the association is only option.  Chippewa Association asks for $150 registration fee from MYHA.  Steve Gibbs law office will donate $500 toward this cost.  No volunteer hours will be necessary from our families from Chippewa, and the MYHA families will be expected to complete their volunteer hours at MYHA.  Coach Jeff Hagen and Coach Jay Dupree will continue to coach.  The have also requested one ice hour of time per week at Menomonie.

Ice Board Update:

Organizers for the Menomonie farmers market have approached MYHA regarding the potential for having the farmers market at the rink property.  This option will be investigated further before spring.
