· Discussion was held about the results of the state meet survey. It was decided that it is in the best interest of our state that we do everything we can to keep the fall season. Our state’s number of athletes are too large to handle in one season and we feel that Xcel will continue to grow. The following motions were made as adjustments to the current calendar:
· Motion – Becky Oppenheimer, 2nd – Stacey Harris – Passed: In the fall of 2020, Georgia USAG will offer a fall state meet USAG Levels 1-5 and Bronze, and in the spring of 2021, the compulsory state meet will only have levels 3 and 4, and the Xcel state meet will only have levels Silver and above. In summary, we are changing to only offer USAG Level 5 and Xcel Bronze in the fall state meet.
· Motion – Becky Oppenheimer, 2nd Gwyned Bius – Passed: In the fall of 2021, in conjunction with the beginning of the new compulsory cycle, a compulsory state meet will only be offered in the fall, as well USAG Xcel Bronze will only have a state meet in the fall.
· To give teams more time to prepare for the fall state meet, we will be moving the fall state meet to the 2nd weekend in December starting in fall of 2020.
· Regional Congress is being held on July 17-19, 2020 in New Orleans.
· The State Clinic will be held on Saturday, August 1, 2020. Marian Dykes and Jon Aardema will work on securing a location and finalizing the staff. We will continue to offer sessions for team coaches, recreational coaches and judges.
· Motion – Gerson Ramirez, 2nd – Jon Aardema – Passed: Georgia USAG will continue to use Georgia NAWGJ as the booking agent for competitions.
· Motion – Jacobo Giron, 2nd – Gerson Ramirez – Passed: Georgia USAG will continue to pay the entry to regionals for all level 9/10 athletes, as well as all state team members for levels 6-8, and Xcel Silver, Gold, Platinum and Diamond.
· Motion – Stacey Harris, 2nd – Gerson Ramirez – Passed: The 2020 Fall State Meet for USAG 1-5 and Xcel Bronze will be held on December 11-13, 2020.
· The Judges Cup Meet will be held either Nov. 14-15, 2020 or Nov. 21-22, 2020. Once again, no other meets may be scheduled on the same weekend as the Judges Cup.
