Major League Local Rules

Time limit-90 minutes. or 6 innings. The clock will be stopped for injuries and pitching change. A new inning will not be started when the clock is under 5 minutes.
Bunting is allowed.
Dropped 3rd strike is a LIVE BALL

Pitching Rules:

Pitchers are limited to 85 pitches in a night. 1-40 0-day rest, 41-65 1-day rest and 66-85 2-days rest
Once a pitcher is removed from the mound, he cannot return to the mound in that game.
Coaches will rotate their pitchers per game. If you have a Travel Ball Pitcher, you must get with the parent and find out if he pitched before the game or going to pitch the next day.  This is to ensure Safety of the Pitchers arm.

Substitution:

All batters will bat in the lineup.  Coaches will substitute players in defensively every inning or every other inning at a minimum.  The only player that cannot be substituted out and back into that position will be the Pitcher.

[bookmark: _Hlk506969255]There are no paid scorekeepers, the scoreboard operation is the responsibility of the away team. The home team will keep the official scorebook. The umpire or park supervisor will bring the scorebook and scoreboard controller out before the games begin and the umpire will collect them after the game is over. 

Discussion with umpire will be limited to head coaches only.

Coaches are responsible for the conduct of their parents and players.  We highly encourage Good Sportsmanship.  
Run Rule: 5 runs per inning limit

Stealing:  Runners can leadoff and they can steal. 

Miscellaneous Rules:

There is no must slide rule in Cal Ripken baseball. If the umpire deems that the runner makes unnecessary or aggressive contact then the runner is out and is subject to ejection. 


[bookmark: _Hlk510015750]Tie Ballgame: If it is a tie ballgame and the time has expired in the 1st game or even the 2nd and it is late for a school night (Score:2-2).  The Extra inning will consist of the last batter that was out in the last inning will take 2nd  base, there are 2 outs and batter has a 0-0.  If they score it is now 3-2 and they now have 3 outs.  The home team now bats with the last batter that was out in the last inning will take 3rd base, there are 2 outs and batter has a 0-0 count.  They score 2 runs and now have 3 outs; home team wins 4-3. BALLGAME!! 


Three innings constitute a full game in case of rain.  Complex umpires have the authority to call off games.

There should be a minimum of 6 players on each team.  The pitcher and catcher position must be fielded.  Games with fewer than 6 players will be decided on by team coaches.

Dress Code:
Players must wear their jersey and must be tucked in.
Players must be in baseball pants.  Team jersey and hat will be provided.
No Jewelry.

Weather & Cancelations:
The lightning detector has been removed. League President or a Parks and Rec employee will track weather on an app. If lightning is within 10 miles of the park an air horn will be blown to signal stoppage of play. At that point EVERYONE must leave the fields and go to their car in the parking lot. If after 15 mins there is no more lightning in the area- we will blow the air horn 3 times to signal that everyone can come back in and continue play.
