Introduction of Committee Members
Level 3 and 4 use age groups as opposed to ranking-effective Fall 202 (see note above)
Level 3 and 4 – 3 scores count for score so that they are in line with L5-10 effective Fall 2021
Up for discussion – Should Bronze and Silver use age groups do away with score ranking for sessions? 
Level 3 Achievement awards are no longer required effective Fall 2021
State Meet Entries should go back to the regular fees for the 2021/22022 season (no added on for a spector fee) – this was changed recently and state fee has been raised by $5
Drop Back Dates were mentioned:
· L6-10- Feb 20, 2022 Drop Back

· G/P/D- March 6, 2022 Drop Back

· 3-5 - October 17, 2021 Drop Back

Clinics on August 15th – open to everyone  at CGI run by NAWGJ.  Must sign up (see email with details) 
November 13/14 possible NAWGJ and Region 3 Camp/Clinic – Information TBD
Reporting Meet results – please be prompt using the correct format – to assist level reps as they have to verify all athletes.  Please remember that mobility and qualifying scores are different.  
My USAG.com – as a committee we agreed that we would enter scores.  When you run a meet, you will need to put scores into the myUSAG.com as well as your other score publisher you choose (i.e. meetscoresonline, etc.) 
Review the National DP and Xcel Committee minutes, posted on the website.  Make sure to refer to the minutes and the R & P frequently. 
· New regional color is purple

· Different information from different committee – read them all

· Key issues that will go in effect starting August 1st : 

1.  Backless leotard requirement – must have mesh if it is a large opening or some type of covering for that area.   If questions – bring to a state committee representative to have them check if you have a question on your leotard.  
2.  They can wear as many stud earrings as they want.  Only studs.  No hoops.  Nothing on face still.  Cannot cover anything on face. 
3.  Shorts – they can wear shorts.  Must be solid black.  No embellishments (can have manufacturer symbol).  Solid black waistband.  Can’t go past the knee.  Must be tight.
· To petition into Level 7 age 14 in the past – has been changed to Age 12 to petition into Level 7.  Petition state after August 1st.  May be required to give videos. 

· Regionals – age divisions.  Previously included petitioned athletes and even specialist for a number of spots.  Now will be based on those who achieved the score at the state meet – NOT including petitioned athletes and specialists.   Need as many athletes to compete at state so we as a region can get the extra numbers for westerns and nationals.  If you don’t have to petition, don’t petition.  Only petition if absolutely necessary.  

· Fall timing – giving a 10 second buffer to encourage athletes to stay down if they are hurt.  Fall timers will need to adjust – start fall time once they are up on their feet.  

· Vault – Will not void vault for Level 7 if they miss their feet.  No deduction for missing their feet.  The body position deduction will be higher but no deduction for missing fee.  Level 7 ONLY. 

· Wording changed on pass on an across series – changed to acro pass, and special requirement changed. 

· If dance element at the end of acro pass, it changes the pass.  

· Can’t play music via Bluetooth.  Has to be downloaded.  

· Cannot use an air track mat to mount on anything. 

· Membership requirements – membership has opened up for the 2021/2022 season.  A lot of changes on USAG memberships.  Make sure that you go in and familiarize yourself with the changes and requirements. 

· Please make sure you add coaches to the meets 

· Additional courses the professional coaches will need to take this year in addition to the normal courses you have had to do 

· Make sure that the coaches know their numbers when they attend meets

Sessions for state meets will follow with the regional schedules and will be run youngest to oldest for 6-10 and Gold-Diamond.  It was explained why in the past we have done the draw, and it was voted by the committee to go back to the regional schedule.  
Questions:
Clubs will need to have a coach or representative at the last session of state to enter the at-large athletes.  Have to be present at the meet – no call-ins or emails will be accepted.  Membership requirements for coaches, athletes and all vendors, medical and parent help. 
Gold will no longer be small, medium and large – only one division. 
Level 6/8 State on Big 12 Weekend
· 2x Sessions of Level 6 on Saturday

· 3x Sessions of Level 8 on Sunday 

Colorado has 2 regionals in 2022 – Active & Premier.  Up to the meet director if parents can help at the meets.  Discussed if the meet directors can email out if they need help and let them know if parents can help.  
Level 7 regionals is a rotating meet
Meet Host Presentation and Reminders -  There are new requirements for equipment, fall timing, etc.  Need to know all the new requirements.  The new equipment and matting requirements will be in the new R & P.  Trevor read through all the meet director requirements and explained why the requirements are important. 
Review of Calendar for 2021-2022
DISCUSSIONS: 
New Routines – how is it going?  Opened it up to discuss questions, problems, etc.  No issues!
New entry fee for spectators for state meets is $7 for in-house and $10 for an out of house venue per entry. 
Discussion on changing rankings for state for Bronze and Silver.  
1.  If using ranks in same session – nobody stands out

2.  Xcel – keep them happy and make them feel good.  “Everyone gets a trophy”

3. Parents have a hard time figuring out how there are state champions with a lower level 

4. Allows clubs to define what Xcel is to them – those clubs will be in the sessions where they feel comfortable and competitive.  They are happy because their child got a medal at their session.  

5. Sharing state championship with lower score kids and parents are unrealistic about where their kids’ skills are when they are champions but at a lower score session

6. Asked if we can do it one way for one season and one way for the other season.  Also brought up that this is the last year of the 3 year commitment of 2 Xcel seasons.  

7. Brought up that we need to keep in mind the philosophy of Xcel

8. Discussed that it will hurt retention of kids if we go to age groups, as they will not be as “successful’ at state meets.  It was brought up that the other side of it that the parent of a kid who got a higher score is upset too.  

9. Requested to put in survey if one state meet for one season is age group, and one state meet in the other season is rank grouped.  

***Will not change this season. 
Asked if either choice is a deal breaker for Bronze and Silver?  Discussed to send out a survey on what their feelings are and to find out if it is a deal breaker.
