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MSCA Bylaws


Bylaws of the Minnesota Strength Coaches Association (MSCA)

Goals and Purpose
The MSCA was founded to unite high school strength coaches in Minnesota and to foster growth of the profession in the state. Our goal is to promote the positive impact that strength coaches have on athletes and to encourage school districts to hire qualified strength coaches in their schools. Membership in the MSCA will allow strength coaches all around Minnesota to educate each other and pass that knowledge onto our athletes.

Organization
A. Officers
Officers in the MSCA will serve terms of two years and will be determined by an election among members. Elections will take place in odd numbered years. The MSCA leadership will consist of the below positions:
1. President
2. Vice-President
3. Executive Secretary/Treasurer

B. General Membership
MSCA members will automatically become members of the Minnesota State High School Coaches Association. MSCA members will pay a $10.00 annual membership fee. Members are eligible to hold office and win awards and recognition for their school and athletes. 
C. President
1. Selection
a. Nominees for the office of President may come from the General Membership.
b. Nominations will be gathered in January of the election year.
c. Elections will take place via Google Form and votes will be tallied by the Executive Secretary. 

2. Term of office
a. Term will run for two (2) years from June to June.
b. There is no limit on the number of terms.
c. Terms may run consecutively.

3. Duties and Responsibilities of the President
a. Set dates and times for MSCA meetings
b. Chair meetings
c. Disperse information to officers
d. Lead any other association initiatives
e. Attend MSCA delegates meeting in the fall and spring and deliver report
f. Write articles for the Prep Coach

D. Vice President
4. Selection
a. Nominees for the office of Vice President may come from the General Membership.
b. Nominations will be gathered in January of the election year.
c. Elections will take place via Google Form and votes will be tallied by the Executive Secretary. 

5. Term of office
a. Term will run for two (2) years from June to June.
b. There is no limit on the number of terms.
c. Terms may run consecutively.

6. Duties and Responsibilities of the President
a. Assist President when necessary
b. Act in place of President when President is unable to be present
c. Lead any other association initiatives
d. Attend MSCA delegates meeting in the fall and spring and deliver report
e. Write articles for the Prep Coach



E. Executive Secretary/Treasurer
7. Selection
a. The position of Executive Secretary will be determined by appointment. The President will appoint an Executive Secretary. 

8. Term of office
a. Term will run indefinitely until resignation or removal

9. Duties and Responsibilities of the President
a. Act as liaison between the MSCA and the MSHSCA and MSHSL
b. Assist President when necessary
c. Lead any other association initiatives
d. Attend MSCA delegates meeting in the fall and spring 
e. Write articles for the Prep Coach
f. Act as association treasurer
g. Provide continuity between officer changes
h. Manage MSCA rosters and membership
