Potential to move junior districts back to the same weekend as provincials to extend season.

-Hosted quite a bit for volleyball this year and managed to organize officials with some ease.
-Jr. Boys volleyball had complaints about officials. Kayla organized one official and could not find another official so asked Cowessess to find someone. Moving date of junior districts would maybe help with that so that more officials are available. 
-Complaint about length of day for officiating. Maybe ask officials if they want the full day or would like a third person to sub in for lunch breaks and off-time.

· SHSAA dates volleyball girls vs. boys- Over their high school career, girls lose a month of playing time (one week every year) vs. their male counterparts. Potential to flip-flop dates so that they would get the same amount of playing time over the span of their high-school athletic career. 
There is conflict with girls regional and football but that already exists. Are we thinking about what is equitable? Jason sent out a potential for what the resolution and rationale could look like. 
· Remembrance Day start times. This year Montmarte hosted playoffs in their gym which is also deemed as the community hall. Vibank volunteered to host when Montmarte found out about conflict but then took back hosting when they figured out it was two days. The ceremony and games somewhat overlapped and it did not go well. 
-Is QVDA putting out information and requirements for Remembrance Day and Truth & Reconciliation Day for hosting schools? This should be clearly stated in a message to hosts. 
Some boards are also saying no competitions on September 30. 
-What will the SHSAA position be in regard to that? 
· Senior girls and Senior boys for cross-country run different distances. What is the reason for the discrepancy? Track is the same level and the higher level runners train all train for 5km.
