We are asking our coaches again this year for their assistance with taking care of our fields.  After practices and games, we need teams to take a few minutes to rake the fields, in particular the holes dug in the batters box and pitching mound.  This helps with better drainage when it rains, it helps the city when they drag the fields, and it helps the crew chalking the fields.   If the fields have holes when it rains, the city closes the fields due to standing water.  Let’s keep the fields open and take the extra time to rake.  As players and families you can help with this by grabbing a rake and helping out or being patient while players stay an extra few minutes after the game or practice to rake the fields.  
Also, the L-Screens need to stay in the cages and not be brought out to the fields.  We have noticed them making their way out to a number of fields (Lake Ann & Bandimere specifically) and not only is it a hassle to bring them back into the cages, they are heavy and someone could get hurt trying to move them back.  Thanks for your assistance with this!
