Overview

Events conducted in October 2019

U.S. Figure Skating Championships - January, 20-26, 2020 (Greensboro, N.C.)

o Senior singles, pairs and ice dance, all competitors that qualify for the U.S. Figure Skating
Championships through their placement at a Sectional Singles Final, the U.S. Pairs Final or
the U.S. Dance Final, MUST also have met a minimum Total Elements Score (TES) during the
season to compete at the U.S. Figure Skafing Championships. Click here for scores and
details.

o Junior singles, pairs and ice dance
* In novice ladies and novice men, the top two finishers at each Sectional Singles
Final (no alternates) will be invited to compete at the U.S. Figure Skating
Championships — in the junior ladies or junior men's event.

National High-Performance Development Camp - January 26-29, 2020 (Charlotte, N.C.)
o The National High-Performance Development Team and Camp (NHPDT) is a new program
run by the U.S. Figure Skating High Performance Department which will debut in January
2020. In lieu of the top performing juvenile, infermediate and novice athletes competing at
the U.S. Figure Skating Championships, they will instead qualify for the National High-
Performance Development Team, which will commence with a training camp immediately
following the U.S. Figure Skating Championships. Outcomes of the training camp willinclude
assignment of some athletes to international competitions and/or additional high-
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performance opportunities.

All events are sanctioned by U.S. Figure Skating and conducted according to the most current U.S. Figure
Skating rulebook, 2019-20 edition, with changes and clarifications as posted on the U.S. Figure Skating
website and in this announcement. Compliance with these rules as updated or amended is the
responsibility of the participants. U.S. Figure Skating reserves the right to incorporate revisions to the
international judging system (1JS) made by the ISU for senior events and by U.S. Figure Skating to junior
events and below.

The competitions are only open to competitors who (1) Are current members of U.S. Figure Skating
(2) Meet the eligibility requirements according to U.S. Figure Skafing Rule 2211 (3) Meet all age and
test requirements pertaining to the event to be entered and (4) Meet the citizen and residency
requirements as stated in Rules 2230-2243 of the U.S. Figure Skating Rulebook. Consult the rulebook to
ensure you complete the necessaryrequirements.

Coaches at U.S. Figure Skating Qualifying Competitions
To be a credentialed coach at a U.S. Figure Skating qualifying level competition, a professional coach or
choreographer must meet the following requirements:

. Be declared by a skater at the time of registration or through their Event Management
System (EMS) Portal

. Current member in good standing with U.S. Figure Skating AND the Professional Skater’s
Association

. Completed background check (green light status)*

. Completed SafeSport Training*
o Requirements outlined here. There is no cost to this training portion.

. Continuing Education Requirements (CERs) for the 2019-20 Competition Season

U Proof of current general liability insurance with limits of $1 million per occurrence/$5 million
aggregate.

Each local organizing committee (LOC) will be provided access via U.S. Figure Skating’s Event Management
System (EMS) to verify coach compliance. Coaches will need to check in at the event registration desk and
show a government issued photo I.D. o receive a credential. Coaches who are NOT compliant at fime of
check-in willneed to show proof of any/all missing compliance items prior fo being accredited. If a coach
cannot provide the necessary documents, he or she will not be allowed a credential - no exceptions.

A declared coach has access to the Event Management System (EMS) for each of their skater's
competition(s). A coach’s approval is not required for any qualifying registrations as it is connected to the
skater’s U.S. Figure Skating membership and test record. For additional information with regard to EMS,
follow the links here: schedule and skater music/PPC.

Determining a Skater's Competitive Region

Region of enfry will be determined in accordance with rule 2410. Singles skaters not also entering a
partnered event must compete at the regional challenge held in the region in which their home club is
located. This applies to ALL levels.

Pairs and ice dance couples with different home clubs may choose to compete in the sectional

challenge of either partner’'s home club. Skaters entering a singles event in addition to a partnered event
must enter a regional challenge of either their home club region or the home club region of their partner
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within the section they chose for their partnered event. If a singles skater is competing in the home club
region of their partner, email events@usfigureskating.org.

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B. Music Upload & Planned Program Content

All skaters entering the 2020 qualifying competition season are required to upload their competition
music, and submit their planned program content atf least one week prior to competition start date (see
competition websites for specific dates). All music and PPC submissions must be made via the EMS Skater
Portal. Follow the links for directions: music and PPC.

All skaters are reminded to bring a backup CD on-site in case of technical difficulties.
*Note: coaches cannot submit music or PPC through EMS on behalf of the skaters.

C. Confirming your coaches

All skaters attending a qualifying event are required to list any attending coaches in the “My Coaches”
within EMS. By listing a coach in this portal, you allow a coach to receive their event credential and grant
them access to view your event schedule, as well as your music and planned program submission status.

Entry Fees

All competitors entering the 2020 qualifying competition season must submit payment of the $200 entry
fee, plus $10 administration fee to U.S. Figure Skating. All competitors wishing to compete in the qualifying
season, including those who anticipate receiving a bye, must enfer by the September 1 deadline.

Skaters/teams receiving
byes or who advance per the fill up rule will NOT incur any additional entry or administrative fees. Your
registration is not considered valid until all appropriate entry and administrative fees are paid.

Withdrawal

Challenge, the U.S. Pairs or Ice Dance Final OR any ISU competition.
o The minimum TES for the 2019-2020 qualifying season can be found here. The minimum TES
will be determined annually.
e There are NO alternates for the championship (senior) events at the U.S. Figure Skating
Championships. Review rule 2521 regarding alternates for the junior events.
e Additional bye criteria will be posted on www.usfsaonline.org no later than August 15, 2019.

V. Technical Details

Conduct of Events
For the 2020 season,

all events and levels at all qualifying competitions (challenge, final, and U.S.
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Championships) will be conducted in accordance with the international judging system (1JS). Check the
U.S. Figure Skating website for technical and/or rules updates here.

Age and Test Qualifications

All age and fest requirements can be found in the U.S. Figure Skating Rulebook starting with Rule
4200. Age reqguirements must be met by September 1, 2019. Test requirements must be met prior to
registration.

Technical Elements

The well-balanced program charts for all levels and disciplines are posted on the U.S. Figure Skating
website at www.usfigureskating.org/story2id=84109. As referenced earlier in this announcement, U.S.
Figure Skating willincorporate all changes made by the ISU with regard to well-balanced programs. Please
refer to this web site often for continuous updates.

Seeding and Qualifying Rounds at Regional Challenge

A skater who is added to an event due to unforeseen circumstances will be added to one of the
groups (which group will be at the discretion of the chief referee) up to 24 hours before the start of the
first qualifying group in that event. No reseeding or reassignments between groups will be made after the
competitors are noftified of their qualifying groups. Posting of the start order will be on the LOC website
or the arena. The official schedule of events will be posted af the competition.

Anti-Doping testing will be conducted in the Senior-level events only and
consist of the top four place-winners plus one random selection for each discipline. If selected, testing
is mandatory.
