Pastor’s Message As Bishop Barron wrote in our diocesan March Courier, “Our churches are meant to draw us
out of ourselves into the contemplation of a higher world. They are designed to disorient us and to compel us

to see things differently.”

This is especially true during the season of Lent as our beautiful statues and crucifixes are vailed in
purple and Latin chant replaces the livelier sung vernacular (English). In his words, they “disorient us and
compel us.” They “compel us” to have a clearer vision with the eyes of faith. That in our suffering, God will
provide, as reflected in the resurrection of his only beloved Son.

As our Bishop stated, “Lent is, par excellence, a time of prayer.” Easter is only two
weeks away. Palm Sunday is approaching quickly. As the Lord entered Jerusalem, may we " Cmma
