Mentor/Evaluator End of Season Report
04/01/2019


The Evaluation program took leaps and bounds from last years’ season. We had set a goal at the beginning of the season to evaluate every official in the district. As the season went on, I learned with the lack of evaluations over the last few years, some officials needed more focus than others. We ended up with 101 evaluations compared to 9 evaluations last year.  I feel that as a whole the evaluation program has made a huge improvement. I believe we are in the right direction to keep teaching and correcting our officials to ensure we provide the best quality possible. 

The Mentor program continues to have success. With 48 new officials this season, we provided a mentor for roughly 2 of their games, which gives us close to 100 mentored games. The difference from this year compared to years past was the organization of the program. In years past, there was little support given to the mentees. Whether the support meant checking in with them after each game worked to see how it went with the mentor, and what they needed to work on at their next game. Without checking in, mentors would go into games not knowing anything about there mentee and what their improvements or goals they had from past games. 

In summary, both programs were very successful this season. I am proud of the improvements we have made and will continue to make. We continue to lead the state in teaching our officials through mentoring, clinics and now evaluations.  Even with the success of this year, there is always room for improvement. I would like to see our evaluations get used not to just help the official in learning, but also to change their rank in our ranking system. One improvement I want to work on next year for the mentoring program is I would like to have my mentors fill out a quick worksheet after each game. This worksheet would be given to the mentee within a certain time frame, so they know what to work on for the next game. From there this worksheet would get passed onto the next mentor to know what improvements the mentee should be working on. I would like to thank all of my mentors and evaluators that worked hard to make these programs a success this year. Also, thank you to Jeff Carlen and Mike Mooney for the continued support.
