Ontario Soccer and its premier partner, the Dairy Farmers of Ontario, are proud to announce the 
recipients of the MilkUP Ontario Soccer Future Leaders “Class of ‘22” initiative, which is an integral 
element of the innovative MilkUP Future Leaders Youth Leadership Development Framework 
originally launched in spring of 2021.  
 
The MilkUP Ontario Soccer Future Leaders “Class of ‘22” recognizes the achievements and impact 
of youth in the soccer community.  The selected group of deserving award winners embodies the 
Ontario Soccer tagline of “Play. Inspire. Unite.” in both their soccer community and their home 
community.  
 
The “Class of ‘22” awardees all have consistently demonstrated an attitude of resilience, and a 
strong work ethic.

our care and stewardship.
