You can rest easy knowing all volunteer coaches and managers that receive volunteer credit have completed the following:
Background check. CAA does a background check on every coach and volunteer through the National Center for Safety Initiatives (NCSI). In fact, every volunteer that works with the athletes must have a background check completed. 
Concussion Training. The National Federation of State High School Associations provide training for our coaches. These classes give a solid overview on best practices associated with concussion prevention, treatment, and expectations that our coaches should provide. 
Abuse Awareness Training/Safesport Training. In accordance with the Safesport Law, we require all coaches to complete a Safesport class. USA Baseball provides us with a free course from their website.
Both MBL and MYAS require any coach on the bench during a game to have all these items as well.  
Last, we encourage coaches and parents to fill out incident reports as needed. This helps us know when something safety related has occurred, and we can appropriately follow up as needed.
