The meeting was called to order at 7:01 p.m. by Nikki Reiter.
Approval of Minutes: A motion was made by Nicole Kremer to accept the minutes of the November 7, 2022 meeting, seconded by Matt Kennedy, unanimously supported. Motion carried.
Arena Manager Report: It was reported that the previous concerns regarding the arena addressed to Corey have been resolved. If there are any other concerns we are to report them to Nicole Kremer as needed. 
Some things that were addressed were paper towels being all over in the bathrooms. Also the snow removal needs to be addressed as there has not been scooping or ice melt put out.
It was brought up about supplying first aid kits and whose responsibility it is. It was determined to be the responsibility of the Hockey Association. A motion was made by Jason Bush to order one first aid kit per each team for the hockey association. For example 2 for squirts one for team A and one for team B due to traveling issues and not having one with. Motion was seconded by Matt Kennedy and carried unanimously.
Ipad and Wifi are not working properly – this will be brought up to Josh Platt and his responsibility to get it repaired as needed.
Cory made adjustments to the Employees of the city for hours work to be more accommodating and timely for events at the arena.
Finance Report: Jenna Feldman reported. For the month of November there was a Total Income of
$19,925.07 Total Expense of 22,900.56, Total Other Income of $0.00 with a Net Loss of
$2,975.49. A motion was made by Nicole Kremer to accept the finance report, seconded by
Kenny Granstra and unanimously supported. Motion carried.
Pull Tab Report: Deb Olson reported. Allowable expenses for November 2022 was
$10,240.00 including games, rents, maintenance, and gambling software. Lawful purpose
expense was $56,750 (1% City of Worthington tax $500 )
Kenny Granstra brought up getting new jerseys for 10U & 12U. It was discussed and decided that he will have to check into non-local options as it seems more cost effective. Also look into better quality ones not ones like the summer camps are giving out.
Deb stated that there should be checks coming in for $200 for Hockey Calendar Advertising which will need to be deposited into gambling account.
There will be trophies ordered for the squirt tournament held at the Worthington Ice Arena – this will be paid from gambling.
A motion was made by Jason Johnson to pay the remaining balance of $56,250 to the City of Worthington for rent from gambling by December 31, 2022. Aaron Sieve seconded – motion carried unanimously. 
Jason Bush made a motion to accept the pull tab report, seconded by Nicole Kremer
and unanimously supported. Motion carried.
ACE Coordinator Report: Tyler Nienkerk reported. He requested that we look into the Keep app cost. 
Jenna Feldman made a motion to accept the Ace Coordinator report, seconded by Jason Johnson and unanimously supported. Motion carried.
Committee Reports: Nicole Kremer reported that Joe Vosburgh and Jeremy Nelson need to do coaching online requirements by the end of the month. It would be nice to move to game sheets for tournaments and games. It was discussed to allow discounts for tournament fee registrations to get more people to participate. 
It was discussed how it’s hard finding referees to coach at games and tournaments. One thing that was brought up by Ashely Yeske is that her son refereed at a game in November or December of 2021 and didn’t get paid until July of 2022.  Deb Olson stated that they wait on Reed Fricke to give all payout information. Kenny advised he would talk to Reed and see if they would be able to get this handled and paid out monthly instead. That way more people are willing to referee.
The Mav would like to know if we would like to call out Bingo and check cards. It was said it would be a fun way to interact with the community and raise more money. It would be on Wednesday nights. 
Nicole Reiter said she would reach out to the banquet committee. Aaron Sieve suggested having a private speaker at our banquet this year. There was someone in mind that would be contacted for this.
Advertising committee – Invoices will be sent out on January 1st 2023. Matt Kennedy made a motion to hire Harvey Signs to hang up new signs. They would charge a fee to have this done and group as many banner hangings as possible. It was Seconded by Jason Bush and motion carried. 
Jenna brought up who is paying the initial fees of the billboards. It was made by Kennedy to have the association pay for initial board costs but if a company wanted their board changed within the next 3-5 years the advertising billboard company would be in charge of paying for updates. Aaron Sieve seconded the motion passed. 
Nonparent coach pay was discussed. The amount of $750 still remains the cap for this. It was discussed down the road to hold a raffle to raise money for non parent coaches. We decided as of now – there was nothing we could do but maybe if we had extra gambling money for 2022 where we could distribute some gift cards to these individuals to help know we appreciate all they do for the Worthington Hockey Association. This topic will be revisited in March 2023.
Nicole Kremer made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:41 pm and Deb Olson seconded. 
Next meeting will be Monday, January 2, 2023 at the Worthington Hockey Arena.
