Boys goalies are looking for 6 or less to go through the tryout process. Tier 1 is different and they will have a goalie only tryout for this Tier 1 team.
For the girls if you have someone that wants to be part of the program have them try out.  Please make sure the girls know about this and tell goalies as they are needed for this level.
March 19 and 20th is the tryout dates.  You have to be at tryouts or reach out to Brian Johnson.
Brian Johnson will not send out the nominations until after the district playoffs.

Supervisor Of Officials Report To The D5 Board 01-02-2019
 
Games/Scrimmages
We are seeing many scrimmage games that are not requesting officials. We need to follow a very simple procedure. 
The team manager or coach requests officials through the association ice scheduler. The ice scheduler will then send a request via email to Jeff Carlen, this request will have the team manager copied on the email. Jeff will acknowledge the request by replying to all parties on the original email. If anyone on the email chain doesn’t receive an acknowledgement from Jeff will know the process has not been complete therefore they need to inquire as to why the request has not been verified by Jeff Carlen. This gives us checks and balances on many different levels.
Some teams have decided to use non-authorized officials or people who are not officials at all. This is in violation of USA Hockey, Minnesota Hockey and District Hockey rules. If you choose to use skaters that are not qualified officials to attempt to officiate a game the consequences will be very severe.
 
As 12-31-2018 we have scheduled officials to 995 games that include 2259 slots. It is a very active year but we are getting all the games scheduled with quality officials.
 
Mentoring/Evaluation Program
We have logged 66 evaluations on the official USA Hockey web site. We have about 10 more evals haven’t been submitted yet. This compares to 9 for all last season.
We have completed 45 mentoring slots as of 12-31-2018 with 10 more assigned for January.
Our recruiting program seems to be working. As 12-31-2018 we have added 43 new officials to the D5 roster.
