	8.    Insurance Review

	· BC(M)BA offered two (2) insurance policies through Jardine Lloyd Thompson Canada Inc.

· Commercial General Liability and Errors and Omissions Policy.
· This policy has limits of $5 million CGL and $1 million E & O

· “Additional Insured” – cities, municipalities, school boards and training facilities used by BC(M)BA Associations.
· Members must review their use agreements to ensure that appropriate insurance is in place.
· The CGL policy provides their party liability insurance to all member associations, coaches, players and volunteers.  The premium is covered by the affiliation fees and the policy term runs from March 31, 2016 to March 31, 2017.
· Accidental Death and Dismemberment Policy with Accident Reimbursement.
· This policy has a benefit limit of $15,000 with accident reimbursement of $5,000.  The policy covers all players and coaches for injury.

· Policy runs from March 31, 2016 to March 31, 2017.
· BC(M)BA had made the following optional policies available as needed:

· Travel Insurance

· Policy if for $2 million expense reimbursement and covers all players, coaches and league representatives when travelling outside of BC

· The policy is optional and is offered at a cost of $1.50 per day per insured persons to all out member associations and runs from March 31, 2016 to March 31, 2017.
· Directors and Officers Liability Policy

· There are two (2) policies in place.
1)  BC (Minor) Baseball Association

2)  BC (Minor) Baseball Association – Participating individual member clubs (optional)
· Each policy has a $1 million limit of liability with no deductible.
· This policy indemnifies Directors and Officers (nor employees) for damages and defence costs arising from lawsuits alleging “wrongful acts” (wrongful dismissal, harassments and discrimination).  It also indemnifies against breach of fiduciary or statutory duties.
· The annual premium for optional club D&O coverage is $375.  It is available to all our members and policy term is FEBRUARY 1, 2016 TO FEBRUAY 1, 2017.
· Associations who do not have D&O coverage currently can purchase coverage at any time and premium will be pro-rated for the balance of the policy term.
· IT IS STRONGLY RECOMMENDED THAT EACH MEMBER CLUB HAVE THIS IMPORTANCT COVERAGE.
